Meeting Called to Order
James Shea calls the meeting to order at 6:50 P.M. 

Approval of Minutes of the meeting on June 19, 2018.   Bob Callahan moves to approve, seconded by Amy Burke and unanimously passes.
First on the Agenda:

Lynn Mullen, Assistant Principal, Salem High School – This is for an event on Wednesday, September 26, 2018 at Palmer Cove from 4:30 P.M. to 8:15 P.M.  It will be a back to school pot luck dinner for the Salem High School community to welcome students, families and staff back to school.  There will be music and  use of the basketball courts and baseball fields.
Bob Callahan moves to approve the event, seconded by Chris Burke and passes unanimously.

Guy Robinson – Back to School Bash – This is the second year doing this.  The event will take place on September 1, 2018 from 12:00 P.M. to 7:00 P.M. at Mary Jane Lee Park.  There will be bouncy houses, games, food and music.  The goal is to distribute 250 back packs with school supplies to kids attending the event.
James Shea asked what time the music would end and stated that it must be kept at a reasonable level.  Guy Robinson advised the music would end at 6:00 P.M.

Bob Callahan asked about insurance for the bouncy houses and Guy Robinson advised that there was insurance naming the City of Salem as an additional insured.  Trish O’Brien stated that bouncy houses must be stated as being covered on the insurance binder.
Deb Amaral advised that they could probably get a Rider from Total Entertaining covering the bouncy houses.

Bob Callahan makes a motion to approve the event on the condition that the inclusion of bouncy houses on the insurance policy covering the event is specifically stated.  Amy Everitt seconds and it passes unanimously.

Guy Robinson – HYPE Basketball Academy – Halloween at the Park – This event will take place on October 27, 2018 at Mary Jane Lee Park from 1:00 P.M. to 6:00 P.M.  There will be bouncy houses, carnival, games, food and music.  It will be Halloween themed.
Chris Burke asked if this was just a community event or if there was a charitable purpose.  Guy Robinson stated that they would be giving out trick or treat bags to all the kids.

Trish O’Brien spoke about the application submitted and the statement made that Guy Robinson would be responsible for set-up and break-down.
Deb Amaral advised that the insurance company should be made aware of this and to make sure that he was covered to do this.

Bob Callahan makes a motion to approve the event with the caveat that the bouncy houses are specifically stated on the insurance binder.  Amy Everitt seconds the motion and it passes unanimously.

Milo Martinez – Salem Common Neighborhood Association – This event will be a vintage lawn party on the Salem Commons from 10:00 A.M. to 5:00 P.M. with live music, food trucks and vendors.  He stated that this was not a fundraising event, but a community event and that upwards of 600 people were expected.
James Shea advised that the music must be kept down and Milo stated that the music would only be from 1:00 P.M. to 3:00 P.M.

James Shea asked about the food trucks and Milo advised that they had not secured any yet and Trish O’Brien advised that they would have to go the Licensing Board for this and for the vendors as permits needed to be secured.

Trish O’Brien asked what the vendors would be selling and Milo advised it would be vintage clothing and antiques.

Bob Callahan advised that the Board could only give permission for use of The Common and that everything else must go through the Licensing Board and that he should seek help with this event as it was coming up quickly.

Milo advised that port-a-potties were needed and asked if they could be paid for by the Park & Recreation Department fund.  James Shea stated no that they would have to use their own fund.

Chris Burke makes a motion to approve the event, seconded by Bob Callahan and unanimously passes.

Leo Jodoin/Paul Radowski – Big Band Reunion – This event would take place on September 30, 2018 from 11:00 A.M. to 7:00 P.M. at the Willows with set-up starting at 9:00 A.M. and break-down no later than 9:00 P.M.
James Shea advised that the volume of music must be kept down and Trish O’Brien stated that there have been times when the Salem Willows neighbors complain and since this event was on a Sunday night, the ending time needed to be clarified.  Leo advised they would finish playing no later than 7:30 P.M. and should be packed up by 8:30 P.M.

Chris Burke stated that not all the Salem Willows neighbors may be music lovers so five (5) hours of amplified sound should be the maximum but it was agreed that music would take place from 12:00 P.M. to 6:00 P.M.  Trish O’Brien advised that transport must be organized so there were not a lot of vehicles passing through the gate.
Bob Callahan makes a motion to approve the event and Chris Burke seconds it and it passes unanimously.

New Business – Not on the Agenda:

John Thompson – Notch Brewing  – This is an event on September 29/30, 2018 in conjunction with the Food Truck Festival organized by Chris Mascia of New England Open Markets.  Notch Brewing would run a mobile biergarten.
There was a lot of discussion about this event, but since it was not on the Agenda James Shea advised that the event could be discussed but could not be voted on.

Chris Burke asked what the City received from the event by way of donation, etc. and John stated that he could not speak to that question and those questions would have to go through Chris Mascia.  There was further discussion about permits and whether the event would be run as a City event and, therefore, under licensing they would do a blanket license.  If not, they would have to pay an event fee of $500.00 for non-resident.
James Shea asked if Chris Mascia would be willing to make a more substantial donation and John Thompson said Chris would have to be approached about that.

Revenue Report:

Witch House doing extremely well.  Trish stated this was a good nest egg if the switch with Naumkeag happens.

Pioneer Village is a mess
Winter Island up for July with site rentals up because of the website and mid-week rentals and the store is doing well.

Salem Willows Meters up.

Old Business:

James Shea spoke again about the after school programs in the winter for kids with programs offered from 5:00 P.M.  – 7:00 P.M. for kids 12 and under and from 7:00 P.M. to 9:00 P.M. for the older kids.  These programs would have to be supervised and schools able to provide the facilities.  Trish O’Brien that we could work with Salem State University to obtain interns.  Bates and Witchcraft were discussed but Trish O’Brien advised that there were JV and Varsity practices at the Bates School so other option would have to be looked into.
There was further discussion about the School Department allowing the schools to be open for these programs and about janitorial staff and it was suggested that discussions be again opened up with the School Department and some agreement be reached to initiate these programs during the winter months.

New Business:

Chris Burke submitted information about Fort Lee, WWI Memorial Grove and the oak trees planted for each of the fallen Salem soldiers who died in World War I.

James Shea suggested that someone make a motion to form a sub-committee for this project and then have Chris Burke be in charge.  Trish advised that we could put in again for CPA funds in the future.
Bob Callahan makes a motion for Chris to form a committee as a representative of the Park & Recreation Department, seconded by Amy Everitt and passes unanimously.
Trish advised that the Friends raised $7,000.00 from a golf event for the Park & Rec Department.  She also advised that the new Center would be open to the public on September 7, 1018 and that the ribbon cutting ceremony would be on September 21st at 4:00 P.M. and that there would be appetizers and music.
The meeting ended at 7:40 P.M.
